ACTIVE VOCABULARY AND STRUCTURES (production):
Adjectives: happy, big, small, long
Animals: sheep, birds, cows, snake, elephant, kangaroo
Food Items: apple, pear, orange, lettuce, banana, peach
Body parts: head, ears, nose, mouth, eyes, teeth
Colours: grey, pink
Continents: Africa, Australia, Asia, Europe, America
Transport: ship, plane, balloon
Activities: singing, dancing, playing “Silly Says” (our version of “Simon Says”)
Greetings: What's your name?
Personal information: My name’s...; I'm...; 'm 9.
Questions: How much is that?

Requests: Can | have...?

Offers: Would you like...? What do you want?

Short answers: Yes, | do. No, | don’t. Yes, | can. No, | can’t. Yes, they do. No,
they don't.

Money: That’s twenty rupees, please.

When the ship sinks in a storm they have to swim to Australia. On the beach they find

a kangaroo who also becomes their friend.
